1. Introduction

SCIP is the database for information on Substances of Concern In articles as such or in complex
objects (Products) established under the Waste Framework Directive (WFD). SCIP aims to
ensure that the information about substances of very high concern (SVHCs) on the Candidate
List is available throughout the whole life cycle of products and materials, including at the waste
stage.

2. Waste Framework Directive (WFD)

The Waste Framework Directive (20008/98/EC)
sets out measures addressing the adverse impacts
of the generation and management of waste on the
environment and human health, and for improving
efficient use of resources which are crucial for the
RECYCLING transition to a circular economy. The directive sets
R the basic concepts and definitions related to waste
management, including definitions of waste,
prevention, recycling and recovery.

2.1. Waste Management Principles and targets
Waste must be managed:

without endangering human health and harming the environment
without risk to water, air, soil, plants or animals

without causing a nuisance through noise or odours

without adversely affecting the countryside or places of special interest

e and making use of the secondary materials they contain are key elements of the EU’s
environmental policy

The rules and calculation methods for verifying compliance with the Directive’s targets on
municipal waste and construction and demolition waste until 2025 can be found in Commission
Decision 2011/753/EU. Additional rules for the calculation, verification and reporting of data on
waste in accordance with the amended Waste Framework Directive can be found in Commission
Decision (EU) 2019/1004. The Commission provides guidance on municipal waste data
collection, which can be found here.

2.2. Implementation of the Waste Framework Directive

EU countries must report to the European Commission on the implementation of the EU waste
laws, including on the achievement of targets for waste collection, re-use, recycling and recovery
every year or every two years. This data can be found on Eurostat.

2.3. Hazardous waste

Hazardous wastes pose a greater risk to the environment and human health than non-hazardous
waste and therefore require a stricter control regime.

The Waste Framework Directive provides additional labelling, record keeping, monitoring and
control obligations from the "cradle to the grave", in other words from waste production to the
final disposal or recovery. It also bans the mixing of hazardous waste with other categories of
hazardous waste, and with non-hazardous waste. Furthermore, waste permit exemptions that
may be granted to hazardous waste installations are more restrictive than those for installations
dealing with non-hazardous wastes.

As part of the implementation of the EU’s action plan for the
circular economy adopted in 2015, the revised Waste

develop a database with information on articles
containing substances of very high concern (SVHCs) on the
Candidate List. New substances are regularly added to the

Candidate List under REACH.

The SCIP database complements the existing communication and notification obligations for
Candidate List substances in articles under REACH.

The European Commission adopted the new circular economy action plan (CEAP) in March 2020.

3.1. Targets and consumers’ protection

The SCIP database has three main objectives (see):
1. Decrease the generation of waste containing hazardous substances by supporting the
substitution of substances of concern in articles placed on the EU market.
2. Make information available to further improve waste treatment operations.
3. Allow authorities to monitor the use of substances of concern in articles and initiate
appropriate actions over the whole lifecycle of articles, including at their waste stage.

In addition, under the REACH Regulation, consumers have a “right to know” about
substances of very high concern in the products they buy.

3.2. Obligations

Companies supplying articles containing substances of very high concern (SVHCs) on the
Candidate List at a concentration above 0.1% weight by weight (w/w) on the EU market have
to submit information on these articles to ECHA, as from 5 January 2021.

However, the SCIP database does not impose duties on waste operators. It makes
additional data available to them to support the waste sector.

In order to understand whether a supply chain actor is bound by the SCIP obligation, guidance
for suppliers is available here.

3.4. Tools to prepare and submit SCIP notifications

ECHA has developed IT tools to help duty holders prepare and submit information on articles
that contain Candidate List substances at a concentration above 0.1 % weight by weight. The
SCIP database contains three different elements to prepare and submit SCIP notifications.

3.4.1. SCIP Format

ECHA has established a harmonised IUCLID format for preparing SCIP notifications.

The format is XML-based and defined taking into account the legal text of Article 9(1)(i) of the
Waste Framework Directive, REACH Article 33(1), the Commission’s “Non-paper on the
implementation of Articles 9(1)(i) and 9(2) of the revised Waste Framework Directive
2008/98/EC”, and ECHA's Guidance on requirements for substances in articles.

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Notification Format - Preparing a SCIP dossier and Validation rules for SCIP notifications

The information on Candidate List substances is provided in SCIP notifications by using a IUCLID
reference substance entity. A reference substance can be created in IUCLID, but we recommend
SCIP notification submitters, to use the Candidate List reference substances package provided
by ECHA. The Candidate List reference substances package for SCIP notifications is aligned with
each inclusion of additional substances of very high concern (SVHCs) to the official Candidate
List.

The system-to-system service (S2S) is available to support companies that wish to prepare
and submit SCIP notifications in an automated way.

3.5. Dissemination and confidential business information (CBI)

Concerning the dissemination of SCIP data to be made publicly available- this information will
be accessible to the general public on ECHA’s website. The SCIP dissemination portal is under
development and ECHA plans to arrange a webinar after its release in late 2021.

ECHA plans to make all submitted data available, except a) the link between the notification and
its submitter (legal entity); b) specific names (e.g. brand, model) or identifiers of components
(of complex objects). Concerning point b), ONLY identifiers and names of articles as such or
identifiers of top-level articles (complex objects) will be disclosed.
